She will reinforce what you've already heard (and read) from Nora Adelmann…it's an easy and rewarding way to do something so meaningful for someone else.

HOSTS for HOSPITALS (HfH) is a nonprofit agency, providing free lodging and support at volunteer-host homes as a caring response to the housing needs of patients and their families who come to the Greater Philadelphia area for specialized medical care. From July 2000 through September 2009, 304 host-families have now provided over 1,500 patient-families a combined total of over 43,000 nights of lodging, thus saving these guests over $2.6 million in equivalent hotel expenses.
